The change
has allowed teams more time to rest between games and additional
opportunities to enjoy the city of Columbus.

Columbus, Georgia was the site of the 1996 Olympic Women's Fast-pitch Soft-
ball Competition. The South Commons Softball Complex has eight fields, in-
cluding a five-field hub with a roundhouse and a three-field fan with a sta-
dium, indoor score booths, concessions and restrooms. The NCSA has held its
World Series at the complex since 2010. The stadium at South Commons and
adjacent fields have recently undergone a $4.8 million renovation that in-
cludes upgrades to architectural improvements, a new drainage and irrigation
system, upgrades in lighting and sound systems, new seating, and much more. Con-
tinued upgrades will bring the total renovations cost to nearly $5.6 million.

“The Columbus Sports Council is thrilled to welcome the NCSA back to our amazing
city,” said Merri Sherman, the Executive Director for the Columbus Georgia Sports
Council. “Our beloved South Commons Softball Complex has hosted some of the =
most elite players in the world, and we look forward to sharing the legacy with the , NATIONAL
talented athletes that will be taking the fields in May!
